Starting Over :  Loading The Family Wagon 

 

 Lamentation 3:22-23  The faithful love of the LORD never ends! His mercies never cease. (23) Great is his 

faithfulness; his mercies begin afresh each morning.  

 

1. Inventory: What is worth putting in the family wagon for 2016. 
 

 Matthew 7:24-27 “Anyone who listens to my teaching and follows it is wise, like a person who builds a house on 

solid rock. (25) Though the rain comes in torrents and the floodwaters rise and the winds beat against that house, it 

won’t collapse because it is built on bedrock. (26) But anyone who hears my teaching and ignores it is foolish, like 

a person who builds a house on sand. (27) When the rains and floods come and the winds beat against that house, 

it will collapse with a mighty crash.”  

 

2. Load up the things you can build a life with. 
 

 John 21:15-17 After breakfast Jesus asked Simon Peter, “Simon son of John, do you love me more than these? ” 

“Yes, Lord,” Peter replied, “you know I love you.” “Then feed my lambs,” Jesus told him. (16) Jesus repeated the 

question: “Simon son of John, do you love me?” “Yes, Lord,” Peter said, “you know I love you.” “Then take care 

of my sheep,” Jesus said. (17) A third time he asked him, “Simon son of John, do you love me?” Peter was hurt 

that Jesus asked the question a third time. He said, “Lord, you know everything. You know that I love you.” Jesus 

said, “Then feed my sheep.  

 

3. Load the most important things with care in the family wagon of 2016. 
 

 Matthew 6:21 Wherever your treasure is, there the desires of your heart will also be.  

 

 Ephesians 5:21-25, 28-29, 33 submit to one another out of reverence for Christ. (22) For wives, this means submit 

your husbands as to the Lord. (23) For a husband is the head of his wife as Christ is the head of the church. He is 

the Savior of his body, the church. (24) As the church submits to Christ, so you wives should submit to your 

husbands in everything. (25) For husbands, this means love your wives, just as Christ loved the church. He gave 

up his life for her…(28) In the same way, husbands ought to love their wives as they love their own bodies. For a 

man who loves his wife actually shows love for himself. (29) No one hates his own body but feeds and cares for it, 

just as Christ cares for the church… (33) So again I say, each man must love his wife as he loves himself, and the 

wife must respect her husband.  

 

 Matthew 6:33 Seek the Kingdom of God above all else, and live righteously, and he will give you everything you 

need.
