Starting Today: What Are You Shooting For? 

 
 

1. What happened in this past year?  
 

 Psalm 143:5 I remember the days of old. I ponder all your great works and think about what you have done.  

 

 Lamentations 3:22-23 (NIV) Because of the LORD's great love we are not consumed, for his compassions never 

fail.  They are new every morning; great is your faithfulness.  

 

 

2. What does God want from you?      ________________________________ 

 

 Luke 8:4-8 One day Jesus told a story to a large crowd that had gathered from many towns to hear him: (5) “A 

farmer went out to plant his seed. As he scattered it across his field, some seed fell on a footpath, where it was 

stepped on, and the birds ate it. (6) Other seed fell among rocks. It began to grow, but the plant soon wilted and 

died for lack of moisture.(7) Other seed fell among thorns that grew up with it and choked out the tender plants. 

(8) Still other seed fell on fertile soil. This seed grew and produced a crop that was a hundred times as much as 

had been planted!”  

 

Luke 8:11-15 “This is the meaning of the parable: The seed is God’s word. (12) The seeds that fell on the footpath 

represent those who hear the message, only to have the devil come and take it away from their hearts and prevent 

them from believing and being saved. (13) The seeds on the rocky soil represent those who hear the message and 

receive it with joy. But since they don’t have deep roots, they believe for a while, then they fall away when they 

face temptation. (14) The seeds that fell among the thorns represent those who hear the message, but all too 

quickly the message is crowded out by the cares and riches and pleasures of this life. And so they never grow into 

maturity. (15) And the seeds that fell on the good soil represent honest, good-hearted people who hear God’s 

word, cling to it, and patiently produce a huge harvest. 

 

 John 14:23 “All who love me will do what I say. My Father will love them, and we will come and make our 

home with each of them. 

 

 

3.  My first goal is to grow closer to God. 
 

 Ephesians 1:17-19 (NIV) I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious Father, may give you 

the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that you may know him better. (18) I pray also that the eyes of your heart 

may be enlightened in order that you may know the hope to which he has called you, the riches of his glorious 

inheritance in the saints, (19) and his incomparably great power for us who believe.
