The Big Three 

2 Thessalonians 1:11 (NIV) ...we constantly pray for you, that our God may count you worthy of his calling, and that 

by his power he may fulfill every good purpose of yours and every act prompted by your faith.  

 

1. God is looking for your commitment 

 Isaiah 55:6-7 (NLT) Seek the LORD while you can find him. Call on him now while he is near. (7)Let the wicked 

change their ways and banish the very thought of doing wrong. Let them turn to the LORD that he may have mercy 

on them. Yes, turn to our God, for he will forgive generously.  
 

 Matthew 4:19 (NIV) ñCome, follow me,ò Jesus said,... 

 

 Acts 26.:17-18 (Message) 'I'm sending you off (18) to open the eyes of the outsiders so they can see the difference 

between dark and light, and choose light, see the difference between Satan and God, and choose God. I'm sending 

you off to present my offer of sins forgiven, and a place in the family, inviting them into the company of those 

who begin real living by believing in me.'  
 

2. God wants to see your willingness 

 Romans 12:1-2 (Message)  So here's what I want you to do, God helping you: Take your everyday, ordinary 

lifeðyour sleeping, eating, going-to-work, and walking-around lifeðand place it before God as an offering. 

Embracing what God does for you is the best thing you can do for him. (2) Don't become so well-adjusted to your 

culture that you fit into it without even thinking. Instead, fix your attention on God. You'll be changed from the 

inside out. Readily recognize what he wants from you, and quickly respond to it. Unlike the culture around you, 

always dragging you down to its level of immaturity, God brings the best out of you, develops well-formed 

maturity in you. 

 

 2 Corinthians 8:11-12(NIV) Now finish the work, so that your eager willingness to do it may be matched by your 

completion of it, according to your means. (12) For if the willingness is there, the gift is acceptable according to 

what one has, not according to what he does not have. 
  

3.  God wants your faithfulness  

 Psalm 37:28 (NIV) For the LORD loves the just and will not forsake his faithful ones. They will be protected 

forever. 

 

 2 Corinthians 10:15 What we're hoping for is that as your lives grow in faith, you'll play a part within our 

expanding work.  

 

 2 Timothy 2:11-13 (NLV) This is a trustworthy saying: If we die with him, we will also live with him. (12)If we 

endure hardship, we will reign with him. If we deny him, he will deny us. (13) If we are unfaithful, he remains 

faithful, for he cannot deny who he is.
